e Unit is factory pre-charged to 30psi (207 kPa). If system pressure is
higher than 35psi (241 kPa), add air until the valve is 5psi (34 kPa)
below the system flow pressure.

e Use LF150HA hose adapter for hose applications such as direct
mounting to Watts Model 2, Duo-Cloz washing machine shutoff valve.

e Maximum working pressure 150psi (10.3 kPa).
