Installation Instructions

Requirements:

Install 12" (300mm) above highest point of downstream piping.
Install bonnet side up and allow for accessibility for testing/service.
Install where discharge or spillage is not objectionable.

Do not undersize supply or oversize the valve in relation to demand.
Do not install where backpressure can occur.

Protect from extended freezing.

ASSE Standard 1020 requires that the atmospheric vent valve remains
open until the valve bodypressure exceeds 1 Ib. Until this pressure is
reached, some amount of spillage will occur at the atmospheric vent. In
order to minimize this leakage on start-up, close the downstream shut-
off valve and open inlet shutoff valve quickly
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Recommended Service:

1. Test periodically as required by local jurisdictional authorities.

2. Open test cocks to drain in cold climates if only operated seasonally.
3. Replace rubber goods every b years.

2. Open upstream drain, test cocks and isolation ball valves
to depressurize line.

3. Purge with pressurized line.

4. Leave test cocks and isolation ball valve handles in 45°
angle to drain ball valves and prevent casting damage.

Disassembly
1. Shut off the supply pressure and drain the valve.
2. Remove the two hood screws and the hood.

3. Place a wrench on the parallel flats of bonnet and stem assembly.
Turn counter clockwise and remove.

4. Remove the vent assembly.

5. Press down on the spring retainer and disengage it from the
retaining lugs. Then turn 90° and remove.

6. Remove the spring retainer and spring. Note that the large
diameter of the spring is down on the guide assembly.

7. Remove the check disc holder and guide assembly.
8. Disassemble the check disc holder assembly.

Reassembly
Reassemble in the reverse order utilizing the new parts from the repair kit.
